· Inspection and of pre-assembled optical systems and other components of the subassembly before assembly
· Assembly and alignment of optical systems with other components of the subassembly, utilizing integrated alignment and inspection equipment to meet demands of set specifications. 
· Bonding and curing of subassembly components

· Inspection and documentation of subassembly against specifications

The employee is also responsible for any other tasks at the request of the team leader, or the management, including moving to another position within the company.
